The port of Singapore handled a total of 1.94 million TEU in January 2006, about 30,000 boxes more than 
its rival in Hong Kong. Hong Kong government statistics show that the terminals in Hong Kong handled 
1.91 million TEU, a year-on-year growth of just over one per cent. 

Kwai Tsing Container Terminals processed 1.22 million TEU last month, a 4.4 per cent increase over the 
same month last year. Other terminals in the SAR handled 695,000 boxes, down 4.9 per cent compared to 
January 2005. 

Statistics by the Maritime and Port Authority of Singapore (MPA) reveal that the Lion City's container 
throughput in January was 100,000 TEU more than in the same month last year.

In order to avoid high fumigation costs, delays and complains, we would like to remind you on the 
REGULATIONS REGARDING WOOD TREATMENT ON IMPORTED CARGOES into Chile.  

Effective 1st June 2005, all packing made of wood, including dunnage, imported into Chile, should be 
treated as per outline set forth in ISPM 15 from FAO and marked as such in accordance with Annex II of 
said guideline. 

 

CHILEAN  REGULATIONS  ON  WOOD  TREATMENT 
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Errors and Omissions Insurance 
 
Liability insurance for NVOCC operators commonly includes the above type of cover, which is generally 
differentiated from liability for cargo loss or damage under a bill of lading. Errors and Omissions insurance is 
concerned principally with the financial loss suffered by a third party, which can be any body, apart from the 
customer of the NVOCC operator (i.e. the shipper or consignee).  
Error or omission can arise from a reckless act or simply from carelessness or an act of negligence. Where it is 
a reckless act, the protection under this class of cover is not likely to be available as it is not unusual to have 
policy excluding gross negligence or reckless act. 
In the absence of specific description, the cover for error or omission should be in respect of legal liability for 
financial loss of third party caused by a negligent act, error or omission committed in the conduct of the 
operator’s business. A cover described in this general term would be rather broad. Hence, in most policies the 
cover is more defined which is in respect of liability to customer of the insured operator. The insured liability is 
likely to be any of the following events arising from the act of error or omission: 
 
1. delay in performing the contractual obligation of the insured operator, 
2. failure to perform such contractual obligation, 
3. an incorrect statement or omission in documentation, 
4. delivery of cargo contrary to the contractual obligation under a bill of lading or contract of carriage, 
5. extra expenses (reasonable amount) incurred in redirecting misdirected cargo to the correct destination. 
 
The cover for above events would generally embrace a major extent of the exposure of the operator. It is 
usually acceptable unless further extension is necessary for other areas of concern, which may or may not be 
included in an insurance policy and if an insurer is prepared to provide there will likely be additional premium 
involved. The policies of various insurers covering the liability of NVOCC operators are not of similar 
description; each has its own defined scope of cover. Some of the other aspects of liability are the following: 
 
1. Financial loss of person having entitlement to delivery under a bill of lading, who may not be the customer 
who in most cases is the shipper or co-loader. 
2. Liability for physical loss or damage of cargo to the extent that such liability is incurred or increased by an 
incorrect statement or omission in any bill of lading or other contract or handling document. 
3. Liability for delay, which is increased from accepting specific instruction of the customer (such increased 
liability is unlikely to be insured under the E&O policy). 
4. Contingent liability arising from the error or omission of the operator’s sub-contractor. 
5. Liability arising from an error or omission to incorporate the operator’s standard trading conditions, which 
are generally put into use in its business. 
6. Incorrect provision of information to custom authority. 
7. Error or omission in the arrangement of cargo insurance for customers when the operator conducts such 
additional service. 
8. Mishandling of claims in the operator’s role as an agent for a principal carrier. 
 
Where any of the above is of concern, the operator should seek insurer’s advice on the cover available.
