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Korea is located in the center of the world's trunk routes, including the North American route, the

Southeast Asian route and the European route.

Considering its strategic geographical location, the Korean Government has aggressively promoted

Korea as the transshipment hub in Northeast Asia.

Korea has designated 'modernization and expansion of port facilities' as one of the nation
strategic projects. Total cargo traffic is expected to increase to 1.4 billion tons and containerized
cargo expected to increase from the current 6.7 million TEU to 20.2 million TEU by the year
2011.

Implementation of CMR in Australia

Please be informed that the Customs in Australia are implementing a new integrated system
(CMR — Customs Management Re-Engineering). This means that the manifest details will be
downloaded directly through to the Australian Customs. As a consequence, it is required that the

name of the Consignee and/or Notify Party is manifested as follows:

The Consignee and the Notify Party addresses must show the street name and number. An

address with a P.O. Box number is not acceptable.

“To Order” bills of lading are still allowed, however in such case the first Notify Party must be a
company in Australia with a street address in Australia. Again, a P.O. Box address is not

acceptable.

In cases where a Freight Forwarder is mentioned as the Consignee or Notify Party, he has to

report the Consignee details to the Australian Customs.

This information has to be submitted in the Bill of Lading instruction with immediate effect. The
Australian Customs will impose fines in case of incomplete/incorrect information. These fines will

be charged to shipper and/or consignee.

Changes in Australia Customs Procedures

From 12™ October 2005, cargo landing in Australia MUST be reported 48hours prior to the first
port/ airport of call regardless where the cargo is to be discharged. Otherwise, customs will be
issuing penalties for ALL late reporting & will in turn delay the clearance duration as the system

requires 24hrs screening.




MOC to turn Dalian into Shipping Hub

AUTHORITIES at the Chinese port of Dalian plan to construct a terminal at Dayaowan capable of
handling 100,000 tonne vessels, a terminal at Monk Island able to handle 70,000 tonne vessels,
and a 50,000-tonne terminal on Changxing Island as part of measures to turn Dalian into an

international shipping centre for Northeast Asia.

The plan was unveiled during a visit to the northeastern Chinese city by Ministry of

Communications (MOC) official Zhang Chunxian.

State media said that MOC policies would support greater investment in the channels and
breakwaters in the Dalian port area; the construction of three roads connecting the port to
expressways leading to Dayaowan, Dalianwan and Changxing Island; the expansion of Dalian's
highway network to connect the islands to the mainland; the provision of advice on port
management and security examinations; improvements to maritime security; and further expansion

of the Dalian Maritime University to raise home-grown talent for Dalian's shipping industry.

Zim, CCNI to share cargo space on Middle East servi ce

ISRAEL's Zim Line and CCNI, the second largest shipping line in Chile, have launched a new joint

service between China and the Middle East.

The two companies are using 12 vessels, including eleven 50,000-tonne container vessels from
Zim, for the service. They are sharing space on each other's vessels which allows them to offer

services to destinations they wouldn't have offered on their own.

The port rotation for the new service is: Xiamen, Shekou, Hong Kong, Singapore, Colombo, Haifa,

Ashdod, Koper, Venice, Triests, Piraeus and Haifa.




IMDG — General overview

The universal adoption of the IMDG Code supported by individual country’s own national
law on transportation of dangerous goods has greatly facilitated the movements of such
goods amongst countries worldwide. With such compulsory application of the Code and
legislative controls, liability will attach to those concerned with dangerous goods. Such
parties are not only the shippers, but also the carriers, freight forwarders or other supply
chain operators. Liability will arise with regard to issues such as declaration of the
dangerous goods, their appropriate packing, marking, label, stowage/segregation, placard

and security of the container (container conforming to the Convention for Safe Containers).

It is important to recognize the risks associated with dangerous goods and to diligently act
toward minimizing such risks in discharging the duty as required by the Code or national
law. Be familiar with the current procedure and ensure proper records are kept for future
reference or audit. Appoint person with suitable experience and certification if necessary
and make use of third party sources (e.g. HAZCHECK, joining ICHCA).

Consolidation operators or HBL carriers may need to ensure the shippers have provided
details of dangerous cargoes, which should include:

#* Proper Shipping Name, label and marking

#* Class of goods

% UN Number or NOS number

* Sub details pertaining to marine pollutant as applicable

* Flash point (if relevant)

* Packing group and nature of packing (inner and outer)

#* Quantity to be shipped (individual and total packages)

#* Additional information pertaining to radioactive or explosive materials etc
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Container stuffing has its additional procedures to follow and these would include the
following:

= Packages are correctly stowed and secured against moving and chafing.

= Proper segregation in conforming to the “Away From” requirement.

= In-compatibility with other cargoes is avoided.

= Container is suitable for carrying dangerous cargoes (compliance with CSC,
approved continuous examination program or inspected at regular interval)

= Adopting the proper packaging Group.

= Inclusion of EMS and MFAG numbers as applicable

s Providing adequate container manifest or packing certificate.

B Container should be clean and dry to receive dangerous cargoes.

= All packages to be externally sound.

= Container carries the necessary placard, label, sign and mark.

s Any specific requirement on size of label for packages or placards or UN numbers

should be adhered to. Dangerous goods possessing subsidiary dangerous
properties must also bear subsidiary risk labels or placards denoting the hazards.
Last but not least, proper and adequate declaration and documentation must be

provided.

With an understanding that an accident onboard vessel can cause extensive property
damage (damage to vessel, demurrage etc) or serious bodily injury, the handling of
dangerous goods should therefore be done with extreme prudence and in compliance with
the IMDG code and national law, where applicable. This approach is highly essential if the

level of insurance protection is likely to be exhausted leading to uninsured liability.
