Freight rates on the Asia to Europe trade lane are beginning to rebound as European consumers
continue to buy lower cost Asian goods.

CMA CGM says it has raised rates on shipments from Asia to Europe on the back of increasing trade
growth, Bloomberg reports.

CMA CGM Asia-Europe vice president, Nicolas Sartini, said that despite freight rates being under
pressure in the early part of this year, things were now turning around.

According to the French shipping line, Asia to Europe throughput will increase by 15 per cent this year
to 11.5 million TEU.




Grand Alliance shipping lines plan to add a ninth vessel to their current eight-ship EU2 service, as part
of a restructuring of the Asia-North Europe run from 2007.

The extra vessel on the EU2 will be used to improve schedule reliability, said a statement from the
Grand Alliance, a consortium consisting of Hapag-Lloyd, MISC, NYK, and OOCL.

Following the change, the alliance said it also intends to alter additional services similarly.

The current EUZ2 rotation is: Kaohsiung, Shekou, Yantian, Hong Kong, Singapore, LeHavre,
Amsterdam, Hamburg, Antwerp, Southampton, Gioia Tauro, Jeddah, Jebel Ali, Singapore and
Kaohsiung.

Mr Thomas Held will replace Mr David lim as Chief Executive of NOL on 1% November 2006. Mr Held
was Chairman and CEO of Schenker AG for 3 years. Analysts see NOL’s profit falling in Q3 due to
lower freight rates and higher fuel costs. APL’s average revenue per 40’ fell 9.9%.

Shipping Lines are seeing freight rates falling as more ships enter the global fleet. According to a

Bloomberg survey: AP Moeller cut its profit forecast, NYK expects a pre-tax loss of 17 billion yen in the
year ending March 2007 and Evergreen says Q3 profit may decline by 77%.

Belgian shipping line Ecu-Line Antwerp is starting a weekly groupage service to the northern Chinese
port of Xingang.

Schenker has signed an agreement with Philippine-based freight forwarder, CPI Transport, to take over
its operations from January 2007, while the activities of BAX Global in the country will also be integrated
into the company.

The activites of BAX global and CPI will be merged into one company, which will then operates under
the Schenker name
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Mitigating Cargo Loss

It is of mutual benefits for both shipper and its cargo insurer to be engaged in the
constant review of methods to prevent a loss or should it happen, to mitigate the "
extent of such loss. Frequent out-turn of cargoes in sound condition will lead to

lower cargo insurance premium. There are measures to be considered during pre-
shipment stage, as well as issues for review after shipments. Some of such measures are:

1. Knowing the goods - this would include how attractive such goods are to theft loss
from their types and values. Are the goods able to withstand normal handling during transit? Would
the nature of the goods lead to cargo sweat or moisture damage? How extensive would the damage
be should there be exposure to air due to torn or damaged packing materials. Is there a high risk of
contamination when packing is damaged? These are some examples of understanding the goods.

2. Packing and condition of container - Appropriate packing should be used and if this
is below industry norm, it should be improved. Poor packing as the main cause of cargo damage is
likely to result in insurer or carrier repudiatin liability for the damage. Before goods are packed

5. Contractual responsibility = — where there is a contract governing the carriage in
addition to the usual bill of lading and standard trading conditions, such contractual terms must be
reviewed to determine the extent of liability. Carriage of project cargoes is an example where there is
likely a separate contractual relationship.

While all the above measures are relevant when a cargo insurer is approached to assess the risks for
insurance coverage, it is also pertinent for the carrier to be aware of what level of participation it can
be involved in such loss prevention or mitigation matters. There are measures, which the carrier can
unilaterally perform while those that require working with the shipper should rightly be actively
pursued. After all, frequent good out-turn results of the cargoes will have a positive effect on the
premium of the carrier’s liability insurance policy.
