Please be advised that from 1st October 2005 onwards , all laden containers arriving at Nhava
Sheva (NSICT), including shipment destinated to New Delhi & other ICD via Nhava Sheva is
mandatory to fixed with 'BULLET SEAL" as a part of their security measures to minimize pilferage

of containerized cargo.

Tianjin to build additional port areas

TIANJIN Port, one of China's major sea ports in the north of the country, is currently reclaiming a
33-square kilometers parcel of land in order to facilitate its expansion, reported Xinhua.

The news wire said the reclaimed area would encompass three distinct areas. One of these areas
Is earmarked to be a container wharf, another has been designated as a logistics-processing

zone, while the third part of the expansion project will see a "port auxiliary service zone" built.

Tianjin is China's fourth largest port by the number of containers handled and is located at the
mouth of one of the country's largest rivers. Ports, including Tianjin and Qingdao are growing
rapidly and becoming major shipping hubs.

Singapore’s August non-oil domestic Export up 7.1% (Oct newsletter)

According to International Enterprise Singapore, Singapore's key non-oil domestic exports grew a better-
than-expected 7.1 percent in August from a year earlier to S$12.29 billion. The figure outpaced the 4.4

percent rise in July and economists' expectations for growth of 3.0 percent on year.

Non-oil exports fell a seasonally adjusted 2.7 percent in August from July.

Non-electronics exports remained the key growth driver in August, IE Singapore said.

Exports of non-electronic products grew 13 percent in August, following a 9.3 percent rise in the previous
month. Electronics edged up 1.7 percent from a year earlier, after staying flat in July and contracting in

June and May.

Total trade grew 19 percent in August to S$59 billion, up from the 7.3 percent increase in the previous

month.

Thailand plans to launch national shipping line

ENCOURAGED by the success of Malaysian International Shipping Corp. and Singapore's
Neptune Orient Lines, Thailand is reported to be ready to jump into the shipping line business and

launch its own flagship carrier.

Last month, Thailand's Ministry of Transport began drawing up plans for a new shipping line which

could set sail by the end of 2006 , if given cabinet approval.

According to a Business Week report, Thailand's Prime Minister and former entrepreneur and
billionaire, Thaksin Shinawatra, is looking to modernise Thai ports and launch a new national
shipping line as part of a US$41 billion infrastructure project package.

Important Reminder !!!
Wood Packing Requirement for Import orders into Bra zil

Further to our announcement in September’s issue, please be reminded that from 1st
September 2005 onwards , all wood packing material into Brazil should be accompanied by

the Certificate of Fumigation.

The Certificate of Fumigation should be original, duly hand signed by registered authority in
the origin country of the merchandise, satisfying the pre-established requests in commercial

agreements set up mutually, otherwise, will not be accepted by the Authorities.
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t may not be a standard feature in carrier’'s liability insurance that dangerous
goods are excluded from its protection. However in order that cover for such
carriage is properly in place, it is the duty of the Insured to advise the insurer

when effecting insurance that carriage of dangerous goods is involved. Invariably

all insurances would require the Insured to comply with any national or international law or
convention governing the carriage of dangerous goods. Failure to comply with such law can
invalidate the insurance protection. The liability would most likely rest with the party
responsible for causing or allowing such breach of law or convention. Such party may
include the shipper, freight forwarder, consolidator, NVOCC or any other intermediary in the

whole process of supply chain services.

Dangerous goods are defined as those substances so classified in any national law,
regulations or International Maritime Dangerous Goods Code (IMDG). Specific requirements
for compliance are laid down in the IMDG code as well as national law or regulations. The
broad expectation of proper carriage of dangerous goods by sea should include the
following:

1. All packaged goods to be classified and declared by the shipper or other intermediary

party.
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. Goods should be packaged in such manner that will withstand the ordinary risks of

handling or transport by sea, having regard to the properties of such goods.

. Marking and proper shipping name to be included with indications of the dangerous nature

of the goods.

. Goods be properly stowed and segregated from other goods likely to cause dangerous

interaction.

. Goods be listed in a manifest or storage plan with storage details.

Such broad understanding must be supported by specific adherence to the requirements
of applicable law or IMDG, which provide details for the safe carriage of classed cargoes.

IMDG Code serves to ensure that the carriage of dangerous goods can be conducted
safely. This Code is mandatory on 1 January 2004 and compliance is therefore a
requirement of the laws of the various countries who are signatories to SOLAS within its

ambit the IMDG Code was produced. This Code covers the following aspects:

. Classification (classes of dangerous goods)
. Packaging

. Packing

. Documentation and declaration

. Certification

. Marking

. Stowage

. Segregation

With IMDG being mandatory in countries concerned, civil liability may also follow with

criminal prosecution bearing in mind an accident involving dangerous cargoes during the sea

voyage can cause not only extensive property damage but also loss of life.

It is highly recommended that there must be constant awareness of IMDG compliance (a

copy of this code should be available within the organization for necessary reference) and

that employees concerned with dangerous goods be adequately trained in the use of this
Code.
