Please be advised that f rom 1s t  Sep t em b er  2005 o n w ar d s , all wood packing material into Brazi l 

should be accompanied by the Cert if icate of  Fumigation. The presentat ion of  This Cert if icate is 

necessary in the discharge at the dest inat ion port (Brazil)  to the responsible authority f rom the 

MINISTRY OF AGRICULTURE - BRAZIL,  located in ports. Fai lure to comply wi l l  result  in the 

delay of  the clear ing of  the merchandise f rom Customs 

  

The Cert if icate of  Fumigation should be original one, duly hand signed by registered authority in 

the origin country of  the merchandise, sat isfying the pre-established requests in commercial 

agreements set up mutual ly, otherwise, wil l  not be accepted by the Author it ies. 

   

New  U.S. Wood Pack ing  Mater ial  Regu lat i ons   

 

Effect ive 16 t h  Sep t em b er , 2005, (WPM) wooden packaging materials (e.g.,  pal lets, skids, 

crates, boxes, and dunnage / blocking & bracing wood) imported into or transit ing the United 

States must be heat treated or fumigated with methyl bromide and marked with the International 

Plant Protect ion Convention (IPPC) logo and appropr iate country code designat ing the location 

of  treatment.  Please f ind the attached PDF f i les with detai led information on WPM as wel l as 

a word doc showing examples of  the IPPC Stamp. 

 

The f inal rule becomes effect ive on September 16, 2005; re-exportat ion wi l l  be required for non-

compliant regulated WPM arr iving in the U.S. Under APHIS' regulat ions, the term "sol id wood 

packing material (SWPM)" wi l l  be replaced with the term  "regulated wood packaging material 

(regulated WPM),” which closely match the def init ion of  WPM used in the IPPC Guidel ines.

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HK lags  beh ind  Singapore in  Ju l y con tainer  th roughput  

SINGAPORE has maintained its edge over Hong Kong in terms of  container throughput in the f irst 

seven months of  the year.  

The Lion City handled 12.84 mil l ion TEU between January and July while its main competitor  

Hong Kong processed 12.59 mil l ion TEU over the same t ime frame.  

Stat ist ics f rom the Singapore port operator revealed that i ts operat ions throughout the wor ld 

handled a total of  20.70 mil l ion TEU, with 7.87 mil l ion boxes going through overseas ports,  

represent ing year-on-year increases of  9.3 and 9.2 per cent respectively.  

A breakdown of  the July f igures shows that the terminals at Kwai Chung handled 1.27 mil l ion 

TEU, a year-on-year r ise of  7.2 per cent . However, the number of  boxes handled by mid-stream 

and r iver trade operators dur ing the month slumped by 4.6 per cent over July 2004 to 640,000 

TEU.

The Never-say-die poorer economies are expanding in leaps and bounds… 
 

Extending f rom the Balt ic Sea in the north of  Europe r ight down to the Black Sea on the southern 

t ip of  the continent, the area comprises no fewer than 15 separate nations, most of  which are 

very small and all of  which are very poor.  

 

Poland, the biggest of  the lot,  is f ive t imes poorer than Germany. Romania, the second-biggest 

country is half  as poor as Poland. Yet, over the past few years, the nations of  the East have 

f lourished, represent ing Europe’s economic powerhouse and future hope. 

 

Five years ago, the East’s rate of  economic growth was already equal that of  the West, at 3.5per 

cent a year. Today it  is almost tr ip le that of  Western Europe, at almost 6 per cent yearly. Since 

the Easterner became full members of  the European Union last year, they snubbed demands to 

increase their tax rates and even lowered them further.

Like the nations of  Asia, they 

understand that f ree trade and global isat ion represent opportunit ies. Like Asians, they bel ieve in 

hard, honest work, good educat ion opportunit ies and global cooperat ion.

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Korea-Singapore Free Trade Ag reement  

On 4 t h  Au g u s t  2005, the Minister for Foreign Af fairs and Trade of  the Republ ic of  Korea (ROK), 

Ban Ki-Moon and Minister for Trade and Industry of  Singapore, Lim Hng Kiang signed the Korea-

Singapore Free Trade Agreement (KSFTA).  

 

The KSFTA is Korea’s f irst FTA with an Asian country. The KSFTA wil l  br ing about economic and 

strategic benef its to both the ROK and Singapore. 

 

Under the agreement, almost 75 per cent  of  Singapore’s domestic exports to the ROK, which 

amount to over S$3 bi l l ion, wil l  enjoy immediate tar if f  el imination. Companies in Singapore wi l l  

enjoy tar if f  concessions on consumer electronics, precision engineer ing, biomedical sciences, 

chemicals and agricultural products. Singapore’s services industr ies wil l  a lso benef it  from 

enhanced access to the ROK services market in areas such as education, logist ics and 

environment services. Likewise, all imports f rom the ROK into Singapore wi l l  enjoy the same 

treatment. 

 

The KSFTA is scheduled to undergo rat if icat ion by the ROK National Assembly and wi l l  come into 

effect by end 2005.  
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ERROR AND OM I SSI ON I NSURANCE   
 

 
 

In the exercise to secure the above insurance for the business of issuing bil ls of  lading or of  
conducting other professional services,  it  is necessary to note that  there are general ly two 
methods in which such cover is provided.  These are: 

 
1. “Claim Made” method - under this basis the insurer wi l l  cover legal l iabi l i ty for claims 

made against the Insured and notif ied to insurer, both to take place dur ing the pol icy 
period. The event-giving r ise to the claim needs not necessari ly occur during the pol icy 
period, it  can with insurer’s agreement include event occurr ing prior to pol icy period. This 
is achieved by way of  policy extension. 

 
2. “Occurrence” method – under this basis the insurer wil l  cover legal l iabi l i ty for claims 

aris ing f rom event that occurs dur ing the pol icy per iod only.  General ly should a claim be 
made against the Insured af ter the policy expiry, f rom an event that occurred during the 
pol icy period, this c laim should be submitted to insurer for considerat ion even though 
pol icy had expired. However in most cases when such an event has occurred during the 
pol icy period, the Insured would be required to not ify the insurer even though no claim 
has ar isen then. This not if icat ion keeps the cover in place for any l iabi l i ty ar ising thereof  
notwithstanding that  the pol icy was subsequently discontinued. The important point to 
observe is early not i f icat ion to insurers. 

 
When an insurer of fers a “Claim Made” pol icy, the following wi l l  general ly be excluded upon 
the Insured taking up such new pol icy: 

 
1. Al l events that occurred prior to the new pol icy commencement. 
2. Al l claims made against the Insured af ter the new policy expiry date, even though the 

events giving r ise to such claims had occurred dur ing the policy period. 
3. Claims already notif ied to Insured for the previous policy.   Al l facts and circumstances 

made known to the Insured for not if icat ion to previous insurer or ought to have been so 
notif ied are also excluded f rom the new pol icy. 

4. Al l other facts and circumstances that the Insured are aware pr ior to the new pol icy 
commencement date and reasonably expect these to give r ise to claims dur ing the new 
pol icy period. 

 
Such exclusions wi l l  apply notwithstanding that the Insured have disclosed al l such events or  
circumstances in the appl icat ion form for the new insurance cover. 
 
However, certain extensions to remove some of  the above exclusions are avai lable and 
these should be secured when consider ing the offer of  the insurer.
